Stage, Center Stage and South Stage rooms by the Stage Door Restaurant. We expect our largest group 
ever this year, so make your reservations early.

1. Please contact the Welk Resort- Branson directly to make your reservations with your credit 
card.  You are responsible for this payment.  The telephone numbers are: 1-800-505-9355 or 
1-417-336-3575. Room rates are $75 per night plus tax, breakfast each morning is included 
for two people.  More than two people per room will pay an additional charge for breakfast.  
Please mention that you are with the 12th Cav reunion to get this rate (prices are good for
two days before and two days after the reunion dates at the hotel)

2. Wednesday evening, September 14th, from 7 PM- 9 PM, there will be a BBQ buffet
(reception) at the patio behind the restaurant/lounge.  There will be a charge of $5 per 
person for this. There will be surprise entertainment during the reception.

3. Thursday evening, September 15th, at 8 PM, we have booked the Lee Greenwood/Louise 
Mandrel show at the Welk Resort Theater.  Charge is $36.50 per person. (The Welk Theater is 
on the hotel premise)

4. Friday afternoon at 2 PM, September 16th, we have made reservations at the Caravelle 
Theater for the Hits of the 60’s show.  The cost for the show is $17.00 per person.  

5. On Saturday, September 17th, a group picture will be taken before the banquet at 6 PM by
the patio near the restaurant/lounge of the vets, the group and the ladies.  The cost will be 
$15 per picture.  The Saturday 6:30 PM banquet dinner will be $19.00 per guest, inclusive.  It 
will be a buffet dinner featuring Greek seasoned grilled chicken, slow cooked roast beef, 
roasted red potatoes, steamed fresh green beans, steamed California medley, assorted 
salads and chocolate Bundt cake and/or cheesecake.
